June asked whether the group would be willing to offer other ways to contribute. Group Conscience approval is needed. Meladee replied that group members can send a check with the group ID number directly to WSO, for those who prefer a non-electronic option. A member asked whether Venmo is international, and whether Zelle could be an option. This had been discussed previously, and there was general agreement that other payment options be accepted.  Jean K. had received a suggested new draft for contributions for the chat host script. It was suggested this be tabled so that she can forward the script draft to Josie. Either Josie or Andrea can bring this agenda item up at next month’s meeting. 

New Business:

Josie had received an email regarding whether a crosstalk statement can be added in the chat, specifically as regards gossip, other affiliations, other philosophies, other 12-step groups, conference approved literature. Specifically that the focus be kept on Alanon. 
Jessica had brought this up originally. She referenced the ‘tent cards’ at other meetings. Meladee referenced outside issues not being discussed in an Alanon meeting. She was the Monday chair and said there is a reading which specifies this matter and it is in the chairperson’s script.

Josie said yes she has seen this reminder at other meetings. 
Discussion ensued, with some members saying that in Alanon we learn to keep the focus on ourselves rather than trying to control other people. She said Zoom is different from in-person meetings, where everyone is focused on the meeting. 

Chris was asked if she would present a possible draft at the next GC meeting. Josie will call her and they will work on this together. 
Lois said that discussion will likely include people saying they don’t want this or that included, and become lengthy. Everyone has their own opinion of what they don’t like. Maybe the solution is for each one of us to personally handle distractions. 
A member said it is important that we all feel safe in the meeting. 
This is a controversial issue. At this point in the meeting there we 29 members present. It was decided that a committee be formed which can bring this topic up at the next GC meeting for discussion, preferably at the start of the meeting when many more members are present. 
Sally Jo had posted a possible script in the chat: 
	“Reminder that if you are eating, moving, walking or involved with personal hygiene 			please turn off your video as it can be distracting”.

The subject was tabled for the next meeting, when there will be 100+ members present, and a committee can be formed.
